HISTORY:  This is an 80-year-old male who was brought into the hospital after complaining of sudden weakness in his left side and face, drooping left side of mouth which lasted several minutes and did not resolve completely before his wife called the ambulance.  The patient’s history includes: high blood pressure, hypercholesterolemia, diabetes Mellitus, slight dementia, and a recent CVA.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:  physical examination revealed a healthy appearing man with some left facial drooping and left sided weakness.  Vital signs were:  blood pressure of 190/110, respirations 20, pulse 110.  Patient was admitted to the ICU for possible stroke.  Stroke protocols were instituted as soon as the patient arrived in the emergency room. The patient responded well to treatment and was discharged a week later in stable condition and placed on Coumadin and Lovenox.  The patient will follow up with the neurologist in one week.
