
Vaccine Descriptions:

· Chickenpox/Varicella:  varicella
· DTaP: a combined vaccine that protects against diphtheria, tetanus, and pertussis (whooping cough) – difteria, tétano y tos ferina
· Diphtheria:  difteria
· German measles/Rubella:  rubéola o rubeola
· HepA: protects against hepatitis A – hepatitis A
· HepB: protects against hepatitis B  - Hepatitis B
· Hib: protects against Haemophilus influenzae type b – influenza haemophilus tipo b, incluyendo meningitis bacteriana
· HPV (human papillomavirus):  VPH (virus del papilloma humano)
· Influenza: protects against influenza (flu) - gripe
· [bookmark: _GoBack]IPV (polio) = vaccine protects against polio 
· MMR: protects against measles, mumps, and rubella (German measles) – sarampión, paperas y rubéola or rubeola
· Measles:  sarampión
· Mumps:  paperas
· PCV: protects against pneumococcal disease – infección neumocócica
· Pertussis/Whooping cough:  tos ferina
· Polio/IPV: protects against polio – poliomielitis
· Pneumococcal conjugate vaccine:  vacuna neumocócica (neumococo) conjugada
· RV: rotavirus - protects against infections caused by rotavirus - rotavirus
· Rubella/German measles:  rubéola o rubeola
· Small Pox:  viruela
· Strep throat:  faringitis estreptocócica, causado por bacteria; inflamación de la garganta por estreptococos.
· Tetanus:  tétano
· Varicella/Chickenpox: varicela
· Whooping cough/Pertussis:  tos ferina
